LITTLE ROCK, ARKANSAS (December 18, 2007) – The pastors of churches all across Arkansas have accepted the call to cover Arkansas in prayer every minute of every day in 2008. Grace Fellowship in Cabot, Arkansas, will kick off this year of prayer with the theme, “The Impossible Bows to Jesus in 2008,” based on Luke 1:37:  “For nothing is impossible with God.”  Their prayer room, with a prayer station for each topic, will be open to the public from Midnight through Midnight, on Tuesday, January 1, 2008.  At midnight, Wednesday, January 2, Grace Fellowship will pass the Arkansas prayer mantle to the next participating church, First Baptist Church in Alma.  And, so pray will spread across Arkansas throughout 2008.  

Arkansas State Coordinator for the National Day of Prayer, Judy Best, said, "Arkansas faces challenges that loom impossible outside of God’s divine interventions, so we encourage all people of faith to set aside their differences and publicly seek God's wisdom and direction for our homes, neighborhoods, communities, and state."
